RESOLUTION
          AND NOW, this 28th day of September, 1999, be it 

resolved by the Duncan Township Municipal Water Authority as 

follows: 

          WHEREAS, the Duncan Township Municipal Water Authority 

obtained extensive financing from Penn Vest for construction and 

improvement of the existing water system; 

          WHEREAS, the Duncan Township Municipal Water Authority 

did the installation of water meters as part of the "water 

project" and this was an integral component thereof; 

          WHEREAS, the installation of water meters are 

necessary for many items which include but are not limited to 

monitoring water usage to detect potential defects in the 

system; monitoring water usage for purposes of having those 

individual citizens who use more water pay for that usage, and 

further such that estimates on total water needs and usage can 

be maintained if deemed necessary; 

          WHEREAS, the Duncan Township Municipal Water Authority 

has installed and is willing to install water meters at no 

charge to the customers/users; 

          WHEREAS, certain customers/users have for a multitude 

of reasons not permitted the installation of the said water 

meters; 
          WHEREAS, it is the best interest the Duncan Township 
Municipal Water Authority and all of its customers/users that 
water meters be installed; 

          NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, it 
is resolved by the Duncan Township Municipal Water Authority, as 
follows: 

          1). The Duncan Township Municipal Water Authority 
will install water meters at no charge to its customer/user up
until and including October 31, 1999; 

          2). Thereafter the Duncan Township Municipal Water 
Authority will no longer install water meters at no charge to 
the customer/user; 

        3) Thereafter the customers/users shall be 

responsible for the complete cost of the installation of the 
said water meter; 

          4) Any such installation performed by or on behalf of 
a customers/users after October 31, 1999, must be inspected and 
approved by a representative of the Duncan Township Municipal 
Water Authority and done in accordance with the dictates of 
the Authority; 

          5) Duncan Township Municipal Authority shall make 
available to any customer/user installing water meters on or 
after October 31, 1999 specifications and plans for the 
installation of the said water meter; 

          6) The failure of any customer/user to arrange for 
and/or have a water meter installed on or before October 31, 
1999, may result in the termination of water service following 
a written ten (10) day notice from the Authority which will 
mailed by regular mail and a copy of the said notice placed 

personally in the mail box of the customer/user by a 

representative of the Authority; 

          7) After such ten (10) day notice water service shall 

be terminated to the customer/user unless and if such good cause 

is shown why such service should not be terminated.
